• Verify that suspensions are assessed and applied appropriately following games. 

• Ensure Hockey Calgary representation at all Esso Minor Hockey Week and City Championship final 
games. 

• Review training manuals and communication templates. 

• Attend Community Council meetings, orientations, and workshops. 

• Attend games as needed to observe the conduct of teams and spectators. 

• Approve requests for emergency substitute goaltenders. 

• Liaise with member clubs and the Central Referee Region as required.
